Focus: Many people believe we have become overly sensitive to jokes and
pranks in society today. However, we must remember each as the right to a har-
assment free environment. We must respect one another's feeling to create a
positive team environment.

We all like to have fun, even at work! Joking is a typical way for people to interact.
They can be great fun and reduce stress in the workplace. Sharing laughter can be
crucial to the framework for building stronger teams and friendships.

Jokes and pranks have come under increasing scrutiny in recent years. This is
because too often the jokes have been at the expense of an individual’s dignity. The
line has been crossed when the subject of the joke does not enjoy it. Ultimately this
is the true test of whether we have gone too far.

Many districts have had complaints and law suits filed against them as a result of
activities that have created a “hostile” work environment for the person being
targeted. Inappropriate jokes can create morale problems and destroy team
camaraderie. Let’s make sure our jokes are truly “harmless.”

A key test to help determine harmlessness is to put yourself inside the joke or
activity. Would it be as funny if it happened to you or a family member?
